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Research on the Four-Dimensional Teaching Strategies for Junior High
School English in the “Three New Innitiatives” Era Under
Tao Xingzhi’s Educational Theory

Abstract: In the context of new curriculum standards, new textbooks and new senior high school entrance
examination, junior high school English teaching faces challenges including curriculum resource restructuring,
teaching process innovation, teacher development support and evaluation system reform.
